| Date: Summer Term 1

English/Communication:

Geography: What Are the Similarities and Differences

Between Our Local Region and Sicily? This unit focuses on compar-
ing the local region in the UK with Sicily, Italy, o develop locational
and place knowledge. Students explore human and physical geogra-
phy, land use, climate, and lifestyles, while enhancing mapping skills.

Maths:

In maths we will be continuing our work on measurement, and
working on fractions by finding and recognising unit
fractions. We will learn to represent, find and recognise non
-unit fractions as well as use our knowledge to solve fraction
related problems. We will learn how to recognise and find
right angles. We will also continue to be practising and con-
solidating our times tables.

Science: Light

We will recognise that we need light to see things and that
dark is the absence of light. We will notice that light is re-
flected from surfaces. We will recognise that light from
the sun can be dangerous and that there are ways to pro-
tect our eyes. We will recognise that  shadows are
formed when the light from a light source is blocked by an
opaque object. We will look for patterns in the way that the
size of shadows change.

Design Technology: Eating seasonally

We will learn that 'seasonal’ fruits and vegetables are those that
grow in a given season and taste best then. We will design and make
our own tart using seasonal ingredients.

PE: NUFC
In PE we will be learning to attack and defend with specialist coaches from
NUFC. Our PE lessons will be on a Tuesday morning.

MFL:
In our French lessons we will be discussing the weather, looking
at the alphabet and learning the numbers 13-20.

Music: We will continue to learn the cornets and reflect on our
participation in the Art's award. We will use Charanga to explore
the song 'Blackbird'.
