Date: Autumn Term 1

English:

As communicators we will be learning to listen and respond
appropriately to adults and our peers. Throughout the
term, we will be using 'The Twits', "'The Day The Crayons
Quit' and 'How to Hide a Lion.' In our English

lessons we will be developing our descriptive writing skills
by expanding sentences using adjectives, conjunctions and
expanded noun phrases as well as cementing our
understanding of known punctuation.

Art and design: Drawing. Tell a story.

As Artists we will be learning how the art of drawing and mark
making can be used to tell a story. We will be experimenting with
charcoal and how, as artists, we can create different images.

Maths:

As mathematicians we will be continuing to develop our
knowledge of place value. We will use a range of materials
to count, read, write and compare numbers to at least 100
and solve a variety of related problems to develop fluency.
We will learn how to partition 2-digit numbers in different
ways using the part part whole diagram and identifying
ways to solve addition and subtraction calculations using
prior knowledge of number bonds.

Science: Plants.

As scientists we will be introduced to the seven life pro-
cesses and explore how these can be used to tell the dif-
ference between things that are living, dead and those
that have never been alive. We will develop our scientific

skills for sorting and classifying, interpreting and creating
Venn Diagrams.

History: Why was Charles sent to prison?
As historians we will describe and suggest reasons why
communication was such a challenge during the First World

War and consequently explain why messenger pigeons were
so important to the armed forces overseas.

Design & Technology: Mechanisms. Making a moving monster.
As Design Technologists we will be able to identify the correct
terms for levers, linkages and pivots. We will analyse popular

toys with the correct terminology. We will design monsters
suitable for children, which satisfy most of the design criteria.
